Other Fees

Student Attendance

To be academically successful, students must attend classes regularly and be on time. Students,
parents, and teachers must work together to ensure students have the support necessary to be
successful.

Parents are responsible for ensuring their child’s regular attendance. Please notify the school before
classes start if your child will be absent that day. You have two convenient ways to report absences,
and you can report planned absences in advance:

a. Use EDSBY to indicate when your child will be absent. If you do not have an EDSBY account,
you will be sent an invitation to set one up at the beginning of the school year. It is very important to
set up an EDSBY account as this is where you will report absences, view marks and report cards,
see upcoming exam or assignment dates and communicate with your child’s teachers.

b.  For attendance reporting and/or attendance information call 306-659-7506. Voicemail is
available twenty-four hours a day and will record your attendance information if the phone line is busy.
