. | will not eat or drink while using the devices.

. | will be responsible and make smart learning choices when using the device.

° I will not share personal information of myself or others such as passwords, last name, address, phone

number, or photos.

° I will respect myself and others when | am online. | will remember that my digital footprint should not
harm others or myself.
